
1. Rpruits: Active r e c r u i t  t r a i n i n g  will be resumed a t  t h e  
Great lakes Naval Training Sta t ion ,  on 1 J u l y  1923, when appro- 
p r i a t i o n s  f o r  the f i s c a l  year 1924 become avai lable .  

Since t h e  l a t t e r  p a r t  of 1925, i n  t h e  i n t e r e s t  of economy, 
the t r a i n i n g  of recruits has been concentrated at the N v a l  
Training Stat ions at Hampton Rpads and San Francisco. Within the  
pas t  year, however , r e o r u i t  t ra ining,  which was discontinued a t  the 
Newport s t a t i o n  a t  p r a c t i c a l l y  the same time as Great Lakes, has 
been resumed. 

Great fakes has been naintained simply on an inoperative 
basis, although two of the Navy trade achoofs, the av ia t ion  
mechanics' 6chOd and the rad ip  school, have been naintained a t  t h a t  
stat ion. 

The resumption of r e c r u i t  t r a i n i n g  a t  Great Lakes undoubtedly 
will have far reaching e f f e c t s  on the people of the 
iihose i n t e r e s t  i n  the Navy should be promoted. Relatives and 
fr iends of the high class of young men now 
have an  opportunity of v i s i t i n g  t h e  s t a t i o n  during t h e  summer months 
t o  
journey t o  the coast t o  accomplish the  same purpose.

During t h e  fiscal year 1924, t h e  recru i t ing  service w i l l  
be c a l l e d  upon t o  e n l i s t  upward of 24,000 r e c r u i t s  t o  maintain an 
average of 86,000 men i n  the Navy. 

On t h e  basis of 6,000 r e c r u i t s  under constant t r a i n i n g  
during the year,  G r e a t  hikes has been a l loca ted  1,000, Hampton Roads, 
2,000, Newport, 1,500, and the newly constructed s t a t i o n  a t  San 
Diego, replacing that a t  San Francisco, 1,500. 

A d r a f t  of 110 men was received on 12 May 1923 on board t h e  
U,S, S, VYOMING from t h e  Naira1 Training S t a t i o n  a t  H&mpton Roads, Ya. 
The Conmanding Officer of the WYOMING repor t s  that t he  men were i n  
every way a credit t o  the Stat ion,  presentsng an exceptionally f i n e  
appearance. They were older  than the usual run of such d r a f t s ,  and 
show t h a t  they had been c a r e f u l l y  ics t ruc ted  and d r i J & d .

2. Naval Reserve; Ins t ruc t iom were issued by the Bureau 
of Navigation OA 33 April 1923, authorizing t he  t ransfer  of men 
from Class 6 to Class 2 o r  5, who served at least  three months i n  
the Regular Navy, and were honorably discharged therefrom and 
confirmed i n  the ra t ing  held a t  time of discharge from the Navy 
without examination.
