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The Bureau requests thut this Bulletin be given free-
circulation among officers c«nd that items of interests be published to
the Enlisted Personnel. This bulletin is not confidential and mey be
destroyed wt the discretion of the communding officer. Constructive sug-
gestions for improvement will be uppreciuted. '
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1. Cruisers for Executive Officers, As o reésult of the limited
number of battleships to wnich Communders many be assigned as executive
officers, officers who have been executives of light eruisers first line
‘(CL), cruisers second line (OCA), or aircraft carriers of the Saratoga
class will hereafter be considered us huving completed their cruises as
executive officers,

2. -Duty on Battleships Undergolng Modernization Consldured 08
Sea Duty. Duty for officers on battleships undergoing modernizction will -
be considered us sea duty for purposes of record aund rotation of sea and
shore duty. The necessury corrections will be mude in the cuse of ships
which have been or are ut present undergOLng mcdernlzatlon.

Requests from officers for un extenszon of their cruises us
a result of being wttached to such Bhlps while underg01ng modurnization
will be given consideration,

3. Designution of Navy Mall Clerk und Assistant Nevy Mail Clerk.
In connection with Articles D-5305 to D-5811 (inclusive) Burecau of Nuvi-
getion Menunl, witn the contents of which «ll Commands should femiliarize
themselves, the Bureau invites attention to the following instructions
and urges strict compliunce therewith.

When recommendations are submitted for the designation of
Nevy deil Clerks and Assistunt Novy Mail Clerks, the full name of the
person recommonded, his rating cnd service number and the date of the ex-
pirution of his enlistment must bec given; also the nume of the commissioned
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officer to whom the postal equlpmant and radio funds will be delmvered
pending the execution of'thc Mail Clerk's bond.

Tha Post Office Department will teke no esction upon a request
for designation of a man as MNavy Mail Clerk or Assistany Navy Mail Clerk
unless the above 1nfornatlon is furnished. Fal;ure to comply with the
above instructions, which are included in the Buresu's Manual, on the
part of practicully all commands of the service, has necessitated a vast
gmount of correspandence and ‘the expenditure of considerable funds in
sending despatches, and 1t 18 the Bureau's deszre tnat ‘this practlce be
discontinued,

Attention is invited to the fact that a man, in order to be el-
igible for the position of Navy Mail Clerk or Assistant Navy Mail Clerk,
must have at least one year to serve on his current enlistment from the
date his sppointment is to be effectxve.' Ghlef Petty Officérs are not
eligible for. this poslt;pn g;cept in un_suml et s@a.. Hembers of the Hos-
pital Corps are only eligible when 6651gnutéd for'a hospital ship or
Naval Hospital.- When men are transferred or their enlistments expzre,
immediste notificetion should be sent to the Bureau os provzded in Art-
icle D5307, Bureau's Manual Revised."

4., Tour of Duty at Naval Academy - Extension of Three Years.
It is the intention of the Bureau of Navigation to lengthen tne tour of
duty at the U.S, Naval Academy, Annapolis, Maryland, to three years. It
will, however, be necessary to make the adjustment gradually and st the
end of the next academic year a certain percentege will remain a third
year. For the present it is the intention to restrict this extension to
officers who. have had a total of at least eight years sea service and to
those who have demonstrated & particular aptitude for the duty.

6+ Administra tion of Oaths ~ Official Secl not Necessary. The
Secretary of the Nevy has decided that Congress has not required that a
seal be used by officers of the Naval Service in edministering oaths for
the purposes of the administration of naval justice and for other pur-
poses of naval admlnlstratlon.
